Before there were vaccines,
each year, polio paralyzed
37,000 people and killed
1,700, about 15,000 people
died from diphtheria, and up
to 70,000 children were
hospitalized because of
rotovirus disease.

In the 1950s nearly every
child developed measles and
some even died.

The U.S. currently has the
safest vaccine supply in its
history.

The number and schedule of
vaccines DOES NOT overload
your child’s immune system.

There is no scientific evidence
that vaccines cause autism.
